To be more specific, total revenues as of Decer@be2008 are $751,302; expenditures are $775,

and we therefore have a deficit of $24,565. Theeelowever, more than $44,000 of unpaid pledg§

some of which we are sure will be paid tomorrow aaohe of which will possibly be paid in Januar
Knowing that there are some who will want to catphwe will hold our 2008 records open for the
first two weeks in January. We think it is likelyat the deficit will be sharply reduced and possibl
erased in its entirety by the time the books avsexd.

Given the uncertainty of the economic outlookgeitimis remarkable that we are able to end the yea
such a favorable condition. If you are among theke have not completed their 2008 pledge simp
due to oversight, we hope that you will take ttppartunity to complete your commitment. If,
however, your circumstances have changed and youreable to pay the remainder, know that it is

One of the most central and ancient practices ois@&n prayer idectio diving or divine reading. ltectio diving we begin
by reading a few verses of the Bible. We read urdudily so that we can listen for the message Gaddraus there. We stay
alert to connections the Spirit may reveal betwberpassage and what is going on in our lives. B¥e“@hat are you saying
to me today, Lord? What am | to hear in this stparable, or prophecy?” Listening in this way regsipatience and a
willingness to let go of our own agendas and opesealves to God's shaping.

Once we have heard a word that we know is meantsowe are naturally drawn to prayer. From lisignive move to
speaking — perhaps in anguish, confession or sompevhaps in joy, praise, thanksgiving or adoratjmrhaps in anger,
confusion or hurt; perhaps in quiet confidencesttar surrender. Finally, after pouring out ourréa God, we come to rest
simply and deeply in that wonderful, loving presené God. Reading, reflecting, responding and mgst- this is the basic
rhythm of divine reading.

1. Read the scripture slowly.Watch for a key phrase or word that jumps outoat @r promises to have special
meaning for you. It is better to dwell profoundly one word or phrase than to skim the surface wdrsé chapters.
Read with your own life and choices in mind.

2. Reflect on a word or phraselLet the special word or phrase that you discovardte first phase sink into your
heart. Bring mind, will and emotions to the task. ltke Mary, Jesus’ mother, who heard of the asgafinouncement
and “treasured” and “pondered” what she had hdauklg2:19).

3. Respond to what you have read=orm a prayer that expresses your response idehethen “pray it back to
God.” What you have read is woven through what tgduGod.

4. Rest in God’s word.Let the text soak into your deepest being, sagasim encounter with God and truth. When
ready, move toward the moment in which you ask @ashow you how to live out what you have experéghc
